Knowing What to Say

Every year around the
time of our Open &
Affirming Sunday,
someone asks me what
the Bible says concerning
homosexuality. A related
question is, “How do we,
as liberal Christians, talk
about what we believe
from a biblical point of
view?" I agree with the
person who once said,
“We don't counter a bad
interpretation of the Bible
with no interpretation of
the Bible; we counter it
with a better
interpretation.” To that
end, I share with you
some Biblical Self-
Defense Key Points found
in a recent newsletter of
The UCC Coalition for
LGBT Concerns.

How many times does
the Bible mention
homosexuality? Zero.
The word “homosexual”
was first coined in 1869.
The Bible does mention
same-sex sexual
behavior, but very
seldom and always
pejoratively. In other
words, writers of the
Bible had no framework
to understand same
gender loving
relationships. In the
biblical worldview, same-
sex sexual behavior was
wrong because it was the
behavior that
heterosexual people used
as a form of violence and
coercion. Just because
the biblical writers didn't

understand something
doesn’t mean we need to
inherit their ignorance
(consider the shape of
the earth).

What did Jesus have
to say about
homosexuality (or
same-sex sexual
behavior)? Nothing!

What percentage of
the Bible addresses
same-sex sexual
behavior? Less than
0.0001%. In other
words, it is by no means
a major concern of the
biblical writers.

What about Genesis

19:1-11, the story of

the city of Sodom?
In the culture of
desert tribal people,
the lives of travelers
depend on the
kindness of those
who can take them
in at night and
protect them from
attack by bandits or
wild animals.
Has there ever been
a city where every
man (verse 4) was
gay? Even in San
Francisco, most men
are not gay.
This story is about
rape as a means of
one group showing
dominance over
another.
According to Jesus,
as well as other
places in the Bible,
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this story is about
inhospitality:
Matthew 10:11-15,
Ezekiel 16:49,
Leviticus 18:22 &
20:13.

What about Romans
1:26-27?

Based on the translation
of two Greek words,
physin and para physin,
these verses probably
refer to going against
one’s own nature, i.e.,
straight people engaging
in same-gender sexual
behavior, or, by
extension, gay and
lesbian folks behaving as
if they were straight.

There are other texts to
which some folks point to
justify a heterosexist/
homophobic reading of
the Bible. When
understood in the
cultural/linguistic
frameworks within which
it was composed, there is
no reason to conclude
that the Bible speaks
definitively against
homosexual orientation.
But given the rest of the
biblical narrative, there
are abounding reasons to
believe that sexual
orientation is a facet of
human experience and
identity, and that the
saving love of God in the
life of Israel and through
the gospel of Jesus
extends to a// people
open to receive it.

GREGG LIBRARY FOOTNOTES

As many of you know, our Historical
Committee spent many dusty hours
over the last two years going
through church memorabilia stored
in a closet above the Chapel. Some
of the material is from as early as
1859. It includes books, sermons,
manuals, cookbooks, church papers,
letters, photographs, even some
artifacts. Look for those artifacts on
the top shelves in our library.

This rare collection now has a new
home in the Special Collections at
Tutt Library, Colorado College. One
small booklet donated to the
collection came from our library
shelves. It is A Letter to a Child With
Cancer, written by Elisabeth Kubler-
Ross, dated 1979. Only fourteen
other libraries in the country have
copies. We have no idea how it came
to be in the Gregg. You can see all
these unique titles by clicking on
First Congregational Church Archives
on the church’s website. The church
library also has an inventory of this
collection. Open the Gregg Library on
the church’s website and do a title
search using First Congregational
Church Papers: Finding Aid.

We no longer catalog cassettes, but
occasionally have some very
interesting donations still in cassette
format. We moved them to the
Founders’ Room booktruck. Look for
a set called Spiritual Journeys —
meditations for the shore, desert,
night, etc. Also 7he New Testament
is there -twelve cassettes, and
something called Divine Dialogue —
Healing Prayers. You're welcome to
borrow, then return or keep.

The Gregg has another fascinating
mystery. Found in the Reference
section is a set of etchings
illustrating verses from the book of
Matthew and written in Latvian.
There is a brief introduction, also in
Latvian, dated 1945. Our limited
translation attempt has been
frustrating — our best guess is that
the book is a gift from a student to
someone important in her/his life.
What is most intriguing is its cover,
which has two engraved tin sheets
connected with a metal spiral. These
covers may be one of a kind. If you
know anything about this latest find,
let us know. You just never know
what jewels you may find on the
Gregg'’s shelves!

A group is forming for people
interested in discussing all manner of
topics through the lens of the
progressive spiritual tradition. All are
welcome, though the group is
centered around the twenty and
thirty somethings age group.

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6 SUMMER IN THE CITY: IDENTIFYING HEAT-RELATED ILLNESSES
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Identifying
Heat-Related Ilinesses
and

Prevention Strategies

Summer in the City

Extreme heat of 90 degrees F and
over, which summer brings to us in
Colorado Springs, is potentially much
more dangerous than is often
realized. Over 30 years of tracking
the results of excessive heat
exposure has revealed that more
people in the U.S. have died from
this than from all natural disasters
(hurricanes, floods, earthquakes,
tornadoes, lightening) combined.
Every year an estimated 300 to 400
deaths are caused by extreme heat
exposure.

People experience adverse effects of
heat exposure when their bodies are
no longer able to regulate their
internal body temperature. Sweating
is the normal cooling mechanism, but
sometimes the level of heat exposure
overpowers its effect. The result is
that the person’s body temperature
rises rapidly, sometimes to the level
of incurring damage to the brain or
other vital organs. While the
especially dangerous combination of
extremely hot temperatures and high
humidity are a rarity in our city, the
strong rays of the sun, the dry
climate and high altitude often cause
a rapid rise in temperature to a
dangerous level. Dehydration is
lurking around the corner during
such conditions.

Who is especially at risk from heat-
related illnesses?

* Elderly persons: their bodies are
not as able to respond efficiently to
heat stress, or even to recognize it.
* Infants and young children whose
bodies are more sensitive to high
temperatures than older children and
adults. They are dependent on the
knowledge and common sense of
their parents or other caregivers to
keep them well hydrated and in a
cool environment.

* People of any age who suffer from
chronic ilinesses, especially
cardiovascular and hypertension, and
who take certain medications, such
as antidepressants, diuretics, and
anti-insomnia drugs. Obesity also
carries a higher risk because of the
tendency to retain more body heat.
* People who overexert themselves
either while performing job duties or
through strenuous exercise are
especially prone to dehydration.

Recognizing Heat-Related Conditions
and Ilinesses and Actions to Take:

* Heat Syncope (fainting) —
lightheadedness, dizziness, and
fainting can occur with prolonged
standing in the heat and/or sudden
rising from a sitting or lying position.
Dehydration is most often a
contributing factor. Have person sit
or lie down in a cool place and slowly
drink water, a clear juice drink, or a
sports beverage.

* Heat Cramps — muscle spasms
(usually in the abdomen, arms

and/or legs) that occur with
strenuous physical activity with
heavy sweating in the heat. The
cause is a depletion of salts,
minerals, and body fluids through the
sweat. Heat cramps also can be a
sign of heat exhaustion. Stop the
physical activity and sit down in a
cool place. If the person has heart
problems or is on a low sodium diet,
seek medical attention. Otherwise,
slowly drink clear juice or a sports
beverage, without alcohol or
caffeine. Do not return to the activity
for several hours after the cramps
subside. Further exertion may result
in heat exhaustion or heatstroke.
Seek medical attention if the cramps
do not subside within one hour.

* Heat Exhaustion — also typically
occurs with heavy work or exercise
and is the body’s response to the
excessive loss of fluids and salts
through heavy sweating. There is a
diversion of blood flow from the vital
organs to the skin, resulting in a
near-mild shock-like condition. Aside
from the sweating and muscle
cramps, there can be headache,
extreme weakness, dizziness,
confusion, nausea or vomiting, pale
or flushed clammy moist skin, fast
and shallow breathing, and possibly
a slightly elevated body temperature.
If not treated, this condition could
lead to heatstroke. Seek medical
attention immediately if the
symptoms are severe, or if the
person has heart problems or high
blood pressure, or if symptoms
worsen or last more than one hour.
Otherwise, assist the person to a
cool place (air-condiitioned preferred)
and help into a comfortable position.
Give cool beverages (non-alcoholic,
non-caffeinated), encourage rest,
cool sponging off, cool bath or
shower if possible. Do not use salt
tablets unless prescribed by a
physician.

* Heat Stroke (or sunstroke) — a life-
threatening condition. The body is
unable to regulate its temperature,
there is no sweating or cooling down,
and the body temperature can
potentially rise rapidly to 106
degrees F within ten to fifteen
minutes. Permanent disability or
death can occur unless emergency
treatment is immediately provided.
The signs may vary, but
predominately may include a lack of
sweating, red, hot and dry skin, an
extremely high body temperature
(103 degrees F or higher, measured
orally), rapid, strong pulse, throbbing
headache, dizziness, nausea,
vomiting, confusion, or
unconsciousness. Have someone call
9-1-1 or other immediate medical
assistance while you begin to cool
the victim: get the person to a cool,
shady area. Use whatever cooling
method that is rapidly available such
as immersing the person in a tub of
cool water, spraying with a garden

hose, sponging with cool water, or
wrap victim in a cool wet sheet and
fan the person vigorously. Monitor
the body temperature and continue
the cooling efforts until the body
temperature drops to 101-102
degrees F. Do not give the victim any
fluids to drink. If emergency workers
are delayed, call the nearest hospital
for further instructions.

Prevention Strategies during extreme
heat conditions:

* Do not leave children or pets in
parked cars. Cracking open the
windows IS NOT an effective
strategy. The temperature in a car
can rise 20 degrees within the first
10 minutes. A child’s body
temperature can rise rapidly to 105
degrees or higher. A body
temperature of 107 degrees F is
fatal.

* Dress infants and children in cool,
loose, light-colored clothing, and
shade their heads and faces with
hats or an umbrella. The same goes
for adults.

* Provide plenty of fresh water for
everyone, including pets. Carry water
or clear juice with you and drink
continuously even when not thirsty.
Leave the pet’s water dish in a shady
place.

* Eat small meals and eat more
frequently. Avoid food high in protein
and/or fats as they increase
metabolic heat.

* Stay inside in an air conditioned
space if possible. If not, go to the
lowest floor and stay out of the sun.
Fans may help in evaporating the
sweat, but they do not cool the air,
they only circulate it.

* Avoid strenuous activity, especially
in the mid-day hours. If you must
engage in something strenuous do so
in the coolest part of the day: 4 to 7
a.m. (yes, a.m.!) Otherwise, try to
lessen the level of the activity, take
frequent breaks (out of the sun), and
constantly drink water and an
occasional sports beverage. Avoid
caffeine, alcohol, and beverages with
large amounts of sugar.

* Be a good neighbor and check in
frequently (twice a day is
recommended) with elderly persons
in your neighborhood, especially if
you know that they do not have air
conditioning.
