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““I WAS HUNGRY AND You GAVE ME FooD:”’
CHILDREN, YOUTH, MGO

LAUNCH ESM PANTRY DRIVE

If you were in church on June 8, you heard Rev. Benjamin Broadbent
deliver a children’s message that included this bit of information: It costs
$60 to feed a family of four in the Pikes Peak region for three days.
According to Ecumenical Social Ministries (ESM), an agency supported by
FCC and the other downtown churches, this is the dollar amount of an
emergency food order. And yet, with today’s economic uncertainties,
filling these food orders is increasingly difficult as more and more families
in our region are in need.

Benjamin invited the children to suggest a goal for FCC’s ESM pantry
drive, an initiative that is being organized and supported by the church’s
Mission Giving and Outreach committee. They decided to work towards
donations that would be the equivalent of three emergency food orders,
(5180). But as of the writing of this article, we had already received
donations of over $600!

Although extreme poverty may be rare in the U.S., 30 million of our
fellow citizens do not earn enough money to feed themselves without
assistance, according to Bread for the World. The U.S. government
provides food stamps to over 28 million Americans, and programs for
seniors and free- and reduced-lunch plans for students in public schools
provide needed assistance. Despite these efforts, many go hungry.

Churches have always played a major role in feeding the hungry. Most
food pantries are sponsored and sustained by churches and their
volunteers. In the downtown area, ESM’s food pantry, like those across
the nation, is struggling to keep up with demand. As more and more
families suffer in these times of economic uncertainty, donations have
decreased even as need has increased.

FCC’s efforts to replenish the ESM pantry will extend through the
summer. Please bring nonperishable food items and toiletries to the
church; alternatively, you may also drop spare change and dollars into the
tin cans that will be passed during the Sunday offering. Sending a check
to the church office also works.

Matthew 25 contains the following verse: “For when | was hungry, you
gave me food; when thirsty, you gave me drink...” This passage, taken
from a longer story about the Last Judgment, seems to indicate that the
measure of our lives depends not upon what we have believed, but upon
what we have done, and, especially, how we have treated those among us
who are hungry, who are thirsty, who are strangers in need of comfort.

Please consider prayerfully this question: What will | do, this summer
and beyond, for the “least of these?”

FOOTPRINTS OF FOUNDERS ; WILL YOU LEAVE A LEGACY?

FOOTPRINTS OF FOUNDERS

Twenty-three pioneering
folks founded our church in 1874
when Colorado Springs was a
rustic community hardly three
years old. Who were these
enterprising people? As the
backgrounds of our founders can
be discovered we will write
about them in this column from
time to time.

Two of our founders were
Edwin S. Nettleton and his wife,
Lucy G. Nettleton. In 1870, or
thereabouts, Edwin was the
Chief Engineer of Horace
Greeley's Union Colony. When
General Palmer, who was
planning to locate Colorado
Springs, heard about Mr.
Nettleton and two other officers
at the Union Colony, he recruited
them to work for him. Mr.
Nettleton, who had already built
the first irrigation ditch in the
Rockies for the Union Colony,
readily accepted Gen. Palmer's
offer. He became the engineer
of the Colorado Springs town site
in 1871.

Mr. Nettleton physically
drove the first stake marking the
founding of Colorado Springs at
Pikes Peak and Cascade
Avenues. He designed the
Fountain and Monument
irrigation canals and supervised
the placement of the dam and
the Fountain ditch which brought
the first water to Colorado
Springs over an eleven mile
distance. After the county
passed a small bond issue, he
engineered the first road up Ute
Pass. He is also noted for
supervising the Bear Creek Trail,
the first trail up Pikes Peak.

The many good works of our
current members follow the foot
prints of our founders.

WILL YOU LEAVE A LEGACY?

UCC members support their churches and other charitable
institutions generously during their lifetimes. In fact, more than 80%
of all Americans contribute regularly to the charity of their choice.
But less than 10% of all donors continue their support of these
churches and charities through a charitable bequest made upon
their death. That means of the approximately two million
Americans who will die in the next 12 months, less than 200,000 will
leave anything from their estates to charity.

People are often reluctant to include a charitable bequest in
their wills because they want to leave a legacy to their children or
other relatives. And the majority of people have not made a will at
all! According to an Associated Press story published in 2004, the
percentage of adults who had created a will dropped by 5% from
2000.

Statistics like these mean bad news for UCC churches,
organizations and institutions, many of which were created thanks
to legacies left by past generations. Many churches use the ongoing
support provided by endowments to expand ministry in new areas,
while others use the funds generated to continue their work through
lean and changing times. By including bequests in our wills and by
making other “planned gifts,” we of the present generation can
continue to support the church’s mission in the future, bearing
withess to the importance of the United Church of Christ in our
lives.

Making gifts from an estate is not an exclusive privilege of the
wealthy. Every gift is important - both to the giver and to the
recipient. If only 20% of current UCC members left a charitable
bequest, the number of charitable bequests received by UCC-
related organizations would more than double. With twice as many
gifts, the ministries most important to you would have greater
financial resources to continue and extend their transformative
work for years to come.

Imagine the impact our generation would have on the
denomination’s future and its influence in the world if each of us
sought to leave a legacy.

Members of the middle and high
school youth groups met in June
to discuss the space, and
concluded that the existing
space and its dominating orange
monster couch are “dull,
dilapidated, and dirty.” It really
doesn’t extend a welcome to
anyone.

What is exciting is the
prospect of a transformation of
the rather institutional feeling
space to a warm, hip, and
inviting place. Activities
anticipated include lively
conversations, meetings, playing
games, hanging out, doing
homework, watching movies,
sharing meals together, poetry
readings, musical performances,
art exhibits, and La Foret style
worship. The kids desire a space
that is filled with inspiring art
and is comfortable - they like the
feel of Poor Richards, Ricos, and
Starbucks.

How can this be
accomplished? Design ideas are
formulating and some funding
has been located within the
Church budget. Roof repairs are
underway, covered by the
operating budget, with an
additional $10,000 possible from
the endowment fund for capital

improvements. The kids are all willing to help and excited to get
started with cleaning and clearing out the space to make room for
painting and new carpet. As resources and talents allow, new
furniture, lighting fixtures, cabinetry, kitchen elements, acoustic
treatments, and a possible stage will be added to create a
comfortable “urban modern” youth environment to meet a
multitude of activities - a place for kids!!

This summer marks the beginning of the transformation. If you
are interested in the project, want to know more, get involved, or
help in any way - send an email to andrea.barker@hbaa.com or
leave a note in the Moderator mailbox in the church office.

THE FLOW OF WATER ...

AND MONEY

| found Lynn Twist’s The Soul
of Money thought-provoking and
challenging. She made me
consider the essence of money,
especially as she challenged
what she calls the “great myths”
of “there’s not enough” and
“more is better.” How could she
possibly believe that those two
basic principles aren’t true?
Doesn’t everyone need more
resources for retirement? Don’t
we need more for a fuel-efficient
car, for groceries, for gas? And
how do we pay the cost of
educating our children for the
challenges of tomorrow? But just
as important, Lynn Twist made
me think deeply about the
meaning of money in our lives:
Is it simply a medium of
exchange? Something to be
hoarded? A way of defining us
and our priorities?

This led me to wonder about the soul of money. | came to
realize, as | reflected on the flow of money through our lives, how
important it is that we use our resources to reflect our priorities.
As Lynn Twist says, “let it stand for who you are, your love, your
heart, your word, your humanity.”

Lynn Twist understands that it is “only money.” She writes,
“money is like water. Money flows through all our lives, sometimes
like a rushing river and sometimes like a trickle. When it is flowing,
it can purify, cleanse, create and nourish. When it is blocked or
held too long, it can grow stagnant and toxic to those withholding
or hoarding it.”

Our family spends a lot of time in Taos, New Mexico. We have
been fortunate to be involved there with “acequias,” which are the
ditches that distribute water to fields, pastures and yards. In times
of drought, there may be no water for some because it goes to
those who really need it to grow crops, fruits, vegetables and other
foods for themselves or for market, or only a meager trickle,
enough to sustain ornamental cherry and pear trees. In times of
plenty, the water rushes freely, a torrent of pure snow melt from
the Sangre de Cristo Mountains to the east. Every spring, we help
clean the acequia and talk to the head of the acequia, the
“mayordomo,” about who will get water. In May of this year, we
were helping those first on the list, who had not had any water for
the last five years or so because of the drought. | cleaned out
thorny brush, dug mud, used a pitchfork to throw out trash and
other blockages, and watched the clear, cool, life-giving water flow
through the acequia . . . until it hit a plugged underground pipe and
flooded the street instead of making the final 200 yard journey to
the intended fruit trees and yard. It was diverted from a beneficial
use to a wasteful flow down the road.

Money is like that. Sometimes it flows plentifully, other times it
is a trickle or not at all. Sometimes it is used positively; sometimes
not. Sometimes it’s headed the right direction, only to get diverted
to some unanticipated need. But it is how we use the money - like
how we use the water - that makes the difference. By doing our
best to remove the blockages, money will flow to those causes that
reflect our soul, our commitments, and our passions . . . those
things most important to us. And it will flow freely, whether in
large or small amounts. Then, we appreciate money as a tool for
the good it can do.

So for me, Lynne Twist’s message helps me appreciate and yet
be challenged by the flow of money in our lives - and how to make
sure our resources mirror our priorities and passions, including First
Congregational Church.

SECOND SUNDAY SERIES TO FOcus ON DREAMS AS SPIRITUAL

PRACTICE

Invitation: You are invited to the July Second Sunday Series
exploration of dreams as a spiritual practice, after church at noon in the
chapel on July 13. Members of the Friday dream group will talk about
their group spiritual practice, answer questions, and respectfully respond
to dreams brought by attendees. Light refreshments will be served.

Imagine what happens when eight church members meet on Friday
mornings to look at their dreams. Imagine what happens when those
women meet not just for a week or two or even a month; they meet for
years, sharing dreams they have written down in notebooks or
remembered. Imagine that their dream exploration becomes not just an
individual spiritual practice, but an ongoing group practice with each of
the group members learning about one another’s day to day lives, as well
as the ongoing stories, the deeper issues, the long-term growth and
spiritual development each woman experiences over the course of many
years (some members have been involved for twenty years; the newest
member has attended for about five years). Imagine that the group
meeting in the church library doesn’t rely on clergy or professional
leadership, but is led by its own members, each one deepening her
understanding of dreams, each one bringing her unique and developing
insights to the dreams presented each Friday morning.

What started as a fairly typical adult education opportunity at FCC has
grown into a remarkable experiment, an ongoing spiritual formation
laboratory, in which each member is changed and opened and deepened in
ways she never could have imagined. And she is connected to other
members of the group in profound ways.

Insights the group members subscribe to include the following':

“A dream is a net cast by the divine to bring us back to ourselves;” “There
is at least one spot in every dream at which it is unplumbable—a navel, as
it were, that is its point of contact with the unknown;” “Dreams open a
cellar door to depth. They show you how to shift from being driven by
external events and internal emotions to being centered on your soul or
psyche, which is rich, powerful, and generative;” “It’s a strange miracle:
dreams tell you the truth about your basic predicament;” “Dreams bridge
general spiritual instruction to private religious and spiritual experience.”

The Second Sunday series will be held once a month to introduce
church members to the spiritual practices already followed by members of
many groups at FCC. The new Spiritual Formation Committee, dedicated
to nurturing contemplative experiences in members of our congregation,
wants to make sure all members know about spiritual practices available
on various days of the week at different times in many nooks and crannies
of the church, so we’re introducing practices to you on Sundays to give you
a glimpse of them and a clear invitation to participate.

Other Second Sunday experiences will be available throughout the rest
of the year: August: Taizé; September: Journaling; October: Prayer Shawl
Ministry; November: Advent Preparation; December: Ellie Corriell’s Heart
Centered Meditation.
