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MONEY AS WATER: THE MISSOURI RIVER

I grew up on the wide Missouri River land of North Dakota, as did my 

mother, in a place defined by open spaces of the plains and prairies, and 
known for the wintering over of Lewis and Clark among the Mandan 
Indians.  This big muddy river remains a vital center in our community, 
bringing boating, skiing, fishing, skating, and even curling, abundant 
habitat for wildlife, energy downstream, and precious sustenance for 
crops, parks, lawns, and gardens along her edges. 

While reading Lynne Twist’s book, The Soul of Money, I felt drawn to 
her image of money as water:  “It can be a conduit for commitment, a 
currency of love.”  My parents throughout their lives have creatively 
modeled their commitment of generosity in money, time, and energy to 
all around them, in some very visible and invisible ways.   My mother 
became the first woman to serve on St. Georges Episcopal Church vestry.  
While raising five daughters she received her master’s degree in 
counseling and family therapy at age 40 and began a new career, also 
counseling employees of our family business for free.  She worked on an 
Indian reservation, and she and my father still contribute money for 
education to many young people, making college a possibility for the first 
time.  They also believed in protecting the environment, and contributed 
to the restoration and preservation of the badlands and the buffalo herds 
in western North Dakota. 

I discovered that my parents had anonymously helped individuals 
financially using the church as the umbrella caregiver.  My father always 
poured money back into the family business, which was radio and 
television, in order to best serve the public, taking a minimal salary for 
himself.  He would stride in blizzards to the station to keep the weather 
reports and alerts on the air.  Dad always said, “Never let money control 
you!”  He has lived in that spirit his entire life.  

After finishing Lynne’s book about the soul of money I have felt deeply 
inspired to re-examine my attitudes about asking for and giving money.  It 
has made me appreciate my parents’ influence on all of our family, and 
helped me realize the importance of visible and invisible giving.  It is my 
hope that our church community can begin to have a new and refreshing 
conversation about the soul of money. 

I have watched my parents live with a currency of love and 
commitment in far more ways than I am able to capture on a page.  And I 
have seen their gifts of money and time repeatedly expand so they 
continue to “give away,” as the Native Americans say, only to create true 
abundance and keep the flow of money and love continuing.  As I’ve 
discovered, the more we are filled with gratitude and love, the richer we 
become on the inside and the outside.  Our children have been witness to 
their grandparents’ generosity, and, we hope, will keep the waters 
flowing just like that powerful Missouri River of my home.

HISTORY PRESERVED/HISTORY IN THE MAKING

For many years, our church historians have carefully collected 
and stored all kinds of records that tell the story of our church.  
They include hand-written minutes in bound volumes, photographs, 
newspaper articles, correspondence, legal documents, typewritten 
and computer-generated minutes of councils and committees, 
membership files, financial records, worship bulletins, newsletters 
and objects of special interest.  Most of them have been stored in 
eighty lineal feet of file cabinets and on shelves in a small room off 
the south balcony in the Founders' Room.  Some were kept in a 
closet under the stairway in the education building, and a few had 
been placed in a safe-deposit box in a downtown bank.  Excepting 
the latter, there was nothing to protect these materials from 
damage by fire or water. 

Through an arrangement with Colorado College, the Historical 
Committee recently completed the transfer of all these valuable 
materials to the archive department of the college library.  
Supported by a grant from the church, the college has employed an 
archivist to sort, index and store them in protective cases.  When 
completed it is likely to be the second largest collection in the 
college archives, and, best of all, it will be available to members of 
the church and the wider community as a ready resource for 
research. 

Meanwhile, every day history continues to be made, and your 
help is needed to collect it.  Whenever you see a photo or an article 
in print that references a member, clip it and place it in the 
historian's mailbox next to the receptionist's desk.  If you keep 
records for a church board or committee, place two copies of the 
minutes in the mailbox.  Do you have photographs of church 
events?  They're collectibles.  Be sure to identify the photos by 
name(s), date and event.  Those who came before us left a 
priceless legacy.  We can do the same for future generations. 
 
 

S O L S T I C E  C E L E B R A T I O N ; H I S T O R Y  P R E S E R V E D 
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HOW TO WALK THE 
LABYRINTH: SECOND SUNDAY 
SEEKERS ON JUNE 15

Imagine taking time on 
Thursdays to walk to the center 
of the labyrinth and, in doing so, 
to intentionally journey to your 
own mysterious center where 
you can experience the sacred 
core of life. 

What is the labyrinth?  How 
might it be meaningful to you?  
What do you need to know to 
walk it?  All these questions will 
be answered at the first Second 
Sunday Seekers experience to be 
held Sunday, June 15, right after 
the second service, starting in 
the chapel and then moving to 
the labyrinth, which will be in 
place in the Founders’ Room. 

The Second Sunday series will 
be held once a month to 
introduce church members to the 
spiritual practices already 
followed by members of many 
groups at FCC.  The new Spiritual 
Formation Committee, dedicated 
to nurturing contemplative 
experiences in members of our 
congregation, wants to make 
sure all members know about 
spiritual practices available on 
various days of the week at 
different times in many nooks 
and crannies of the church, so 
we’re introducing practices to 
you on Sundays to give you a 
glimpse of them and a clear 
invitation to participate. 

The literal journey on First 
Congregational Church’s 
labyrinth means walking a 
meandering footpath, modeled 
after the one at Chartres 
Cathedral, that’s painted onto 
canvas and laid down on the 
floor in our Founders’ Room, 
available on Thursdays, 

beginning at 4:30.  The canvas path is somewhere between a fourth 
and half a mile long, and walking it takes roughly twenty minutes at 
a fairly even pace. 

The metaphoric journey the labyrinth evokes is something else 
again.  The center of the labyrinth can become a “thin” place, one 
where God is more accessible than usual, and the walk to the 
center becomes a path of contemplation or prayer.  Imagine taking 
time on Thursdays to intentionally journey to the center of the 
labyrinth and in doing so, to journey to your own mysterious center 
where you can experience the sacred core of life. 

Walking the labyrinth is one spiritual practice among many that 
members of our church participate in. Experience is the essence of 
spiritual practice: theology and intellectual understandings of God, 
as important as they are, don’t always take us all the way to the 
presence of God.  For that, we need a spiritual practice that 
teaches us how to consent and surrender to God’s presence. The 
result of such practice is “gnosis” or a special kind of knowing—that 
invites new insights, new energy, and new connections. 

What to expect on June 15: Randy and Lori Goodwin, longtime 
hosts of the labyrinth, will talk about their experiences with 
walking it as will other church members who have used the 
labyrinth during its fifteen years in our church.  You will walk the 
labyrinth after an introduction.  You’ll be invited to ask questions 
and to respond about your experience.  Light refreshments will be 
served. The whole experience will take about an hour.
