Commissioning Day!  After completing 
50 hours of training the Stephen 
Ministers are ready to be introduced 
to the congregation and commissioned 
for service among us.  A 
commissioning service provides the 
perfect opportunity to celebrate our 
Stephen Ministry.  For those who are 
new, the service informs them about 
this care giving ministry.  It is a time 
to solicit support of the congregation 
for prayers and referrals.  
Commissioning affirms the importance 
of the work to be done.  It is a way of 
recognizing that we go with the help 
of God and do this good work because 
of God’s love for us.  Commissioning 
reinforces the identity and 
accountability and authority of 
Stephen Leaders and Stephen 
Ministers.  This is a point in time when 
the Stephen Ministers and Leaders 
have been set apart for specialized 
ministry.  We the congregation, 
through the commissioning service, 
are called to give them permission and 
authority to accomplish their ministry.  
We hold them accountable for this 
ministry.  We look forward to Stephen 
Ministry Sunday for this reason.  Set 
this date on your calendar as we send 
out our first class of Stephen Ministers 
to serve in God’s name. 
 
Confidentiality and Stephen Ministry 

Stephen Ministers are taught the 
following confidentiality guidelines: 
1. Do not share information about 
your care receiver or your caring visits 
with anyone, including your spouse 
and close friends. 
2. Neither confirm nor deny that you 
are someone’s Stephen Minister. 
3. Always ask your care receiver’s 
permission before sharing confidential 
information, even if you want to help 
your care receiver by asking for 
prayer, care, or other support for him 
or her. 
4.  Even if information about your 
care receiver is public knowledge, 
treat it confidentially and exercise 
great care in talking about it with 
others. 
5.  Break confidentiality only if it is 
necessary to get immediate help for 

someone who is in danger of hurting him-or herself or someone else.   
What happens in the relationship between Care Receiver and Stephen 

Minister is between the two of them.  Stephen Ministers are required to attend 
Small Group Peer Supervision to assure the best possible care.  In those 
meetings they discuss their caring relationships but do not use names or 
identifying details that would break confidentiality.

Today’s theme is the spiritual practice of Discernment, a 
process of listening to the urgings of the Spirit in our 
personal and collective lives.  A guest preacher will 
engage John 11:1-45, the story of the raising of Lazarus.  
Blue is our color, symbolizing spiritual energy. 

March 16 – Palm/Passion Sunday 
Palms, Indigo scarves, Liturgical Dance, Quartet voices, 
and Draping the chancel in Black.  Services today reflect 
the dual character of this Sunday.  Rev. Broadbent 
preaches on Matthew 26:14-27, the story of Jesus’ 
betrayal by Judas. 

March 23 – Easter Sunday 
6:00 – Sunrise Service at the corner of Tejon & Saint 
Vrain 
8:00, 9:30, & 11:00 – Easter Services – We consider the 
spiritual practice of beauty and Rev. Broadbent preaches 
on the resurrection account from John 20:1-8. 

March 30 – 2nd Sunday of Easter 
Services focus on the spiritual practice of Contemplation 
and Rev. Jacque Franklin preaches on John 20:19-31, the 
story of Thomas.
