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Our consumerist culture tempts us to measure our self-worth with
money. In this script, you are only as good as the car you drive, the size
of your house, the job you have, the money you hoard or the people you
beat to the top of whatever ladder you imagine you are climbing. Itis a
culture turned upside down, where we confuse wealth with worth and
valuations for values.

In The Soul of Money, Lynne Twist writes, “The prevailing winds don’t
support a stand for values other than financial ones, for understanding
and examining the distinction of enough, for waking up to the sufficiency
and wholeness of the world around us, and seeing the value of what is
there before us.” The beauty and value of your life and God’s nurturing
intentions for you do not change with the size of your bank account. Your
unique value is sacred whether you are a billionaire or on the
unemployment line. There are no spare parts in the universe.

Yet, the lie of scarcity tells us otherwise. Scarcity has given us
insatiably hungry holes to fill. The more we accumulate, the more we
hunger. Our possessions fail to satisfy, yet that dissatisfaction compels us
to buy more. Fear of lacking coerces guilt-ridden choices in our jobs and
relationships. Then, when we witness money’s grip, instead of facing our
fears of scarcity, we shun money as a necessary evil or we ignore it
altogether, leading to a kind of civil war between our craving for money
and the deepest cravings of the soul. There is nothing inherently evil
about money. Money is a tool. How we use our tools matters infinitely
more than how many tools we own. The same carpenter who uses her
hammer to build prisons can one day use her hammer to build hospitals.
Money, a tool that once yoked our spirit, can become a tool of liberation.

The tool of money can reset our culture’s value script. Money is a
mouthpiece to voice our core principles. Our money commitments to
First Congregational Church speak for peace in wartime, justice against
civil rights abuses, charity in the wake of corporate scandal, and social
activism in an era of prosperous apathy. Our offerings are at work
changing our community’s attitudes about faith and Christian values. Our
money provides for a spiritual home to hundreds who would otherwise
feel outcast from God’s kingdom. Our money speaks across messages of
emptiness, scarcity and lacking that enslave us. Where we once felt
powerless to money’s grip, we wield the power of soul-driven choices.

By pledging resources to your highest calling, money can become the
legal tender of love and compassion. You say a resounding “no,”
alongside God’s own resounding “no,” to the world’s conventional wisdom
that says you are what you consume. You assert that you are here for a
purpose and that your talent and resources mean something to God
beyond their ability to create value in the marketplace.

ASSOCIATE MINISTER:POSITION & PROCESS

We are in a period of evolution and
growth. As your Church Council, we
take seriously our role in providing
adequate resources to meet the
needs of the congregation. In filling
the Associate Minister position, we
are prayerfully and thoughtfully
considering the right focus and fit
that will strengthen the team of
ministers and staff that care for our
entire congregation. It has been our
intent to be transparent and open in
this process. This article, and
others in this issue, will address
some of the questions raised in our
recent congregational discussion
sessions, and let you know the
council’s reasoning in our approach
to defining and filling the Associate
Minister position.

Upon realization that there was not
a good fit with our recently called
Associate Minister, we thought it
wise to consider anew the position,
rather than automatically assuming
that the church should call another
Minister for Children, Youth and
Families. We considered what we
had learned in the 2006 Listening
Sessions, the search process to call
Reverend Taylor-Byers, as well as
what we had learned during his year
with us. We considered the various
pastoral needs of the congregation.
We sought input from Reverend
Broadbent, who shared his insights
and needs with us. We noted that in
the 2006 listening sessions nearly as
many comments favored calling a
minister focused on pastoral care as
those favoring a call focusing on
children, youth and families. We
also noted that many pastoral care
functions, including visitation,
administering sacraments and
counseling require a pastor, while
youth ministry can be successfully

led by highly qualified staff who may not be ordained, but who are
energetic and inspiring to our youth.

The previous Board and now this Council have been discussing the
Associate Minister position for over five months. At the earliest, the
process to call an Associate Minister likely cannot be completed until the
first of September. There are good reasons to attempt to fill this position
as expeditiously as possible. First, we do not have the pastoral staff to
cover all of our desired and expected pastoral functions. To cite two
examples, we did not have the traditional Silver Threads luncheon this
year or last, and we did not provide home communions during the Easter
season. Second, the Council has realistic concerns regarding the workload
that our Lead Minister has been carrying. As you know, during his first
year as Lead Minister we had no Associate Minister. During his second year
he spent a considerable amount of time mentoring Reverend Taylor Byers,
who was new to parish ministry. Reverend Broadbent cannot continue to
do the work of one and a half to two ministers indefinitely. He has been
planning and leading worship, as well as preaching, without the aid of an
associate minister.

After prayerfully reflecting upon and discussing all of these things, it was
the unanimous sense of the council that the best course of action was to
ask Reverend Broadbent to share his thoughts with you, which he did in his
pastoral letter at the of March and subsequently to hear your ideas and
concerns through the four congregational discussion sessions. We wish to
address Benjamin’s very real needs, but are at the same time aware of our
role as representatives and leaders of a UCC congregation.

The Church Council met April 14 to review and discuss the opinions
expressed by members of the congregation regarding the proposal to
consider Dr. Jacque Franklin as an internal candidate for the associate
minister position. Nearly 100 persons participated in the congregational
discussions. Council members also received comments from many
individuals at other times over the past month.

As always, we are mindful of the importance of the input and support from
the congregation prior to taking any definitive action on a matter as
critical as a pastoral call, and our discussion sessions in April have given us
insightful input. The vast majority of comments offered at these meetings
(on the order of 90%) support the proposal and to form a search committee
charged with reviewing Reverend Jacque Franklin’s credentials and
references as an internal candidate to be called as Associate Minister. As
we listened, we also realized the need to describe clearly the proposed
job position and the proposed process for calling an Associate Minister.

In order to be clear about the job description/position, a comparative
table showing the proposed assignments of duties for the full-time Lead
and the Associate Minister positions for FCC will be found in this month’s
newsletter. Additionally, a short letter is included from Reverend Tom
Rehling, Conference Minister, concerning the process of filling an Associate
Minister position. In May, the Church Council continues to discuss and
decide on the next steps in our process to fill the Associate Minister
position following our constitutional procedures and the guidance and
input of the Rocky Mountain Conference of the UCC.

This is in response to your questions about the United Church of Christ Search and Call Process and how it relates
to your current search for an Associate Minister.

The typical process is the one that you followed in your previous search. This was a national search that resulted
in your call to Ryan Taylor-Byers. This process usually takes about 12-24 months to complete.

Occasionally, churches will have local options that are worthy of consideration and preempt the national search
process. This is acceptable in the United Church of Christ, which is why we have guidelines for Search and Call rather
than non-negotiable rules. In your current situation, | believe it makes sense to evaluate your local candidate before

moving into a national search.

| feel that the most important consideration for you is to remain open and transparent with your congregation

about your process.

HISTORIC PRESERVATION HIGHLIGHTS

Since receiving National
Register of Historic Places
designation on October 31, 2002,
First Congregational Church has
received over 6 0 " 1+?

awards from the State Historical
Fund (SHF). These dollars have
been matched in varying
amounts by our capital campaign
funds since its completion in May
2003. Even before that, SHF
funded 75% of $2664 for
professional preparation of our
National Register nomination and
100% of $9979 for a Historic
Structure Assessment to
determine building restoration
needs.

The Project Management
Team (PMT) set itself an
ambitious grant application pace
to meet the SHF annual
deadlines of April 1 and October
1 as often as possible. This has
enabled us to maintain a steady
cash flow as well as a steady
work schedule for our architect,
Tim Stroh, our contractor, Fred
Fletemeyer, his chief assistant,
Dan Paur, and glass restorer Mike
Delva of Denver Art Glass. We
have been very fortunate, maybe
even blessed, to have them
working with us. As you look
around our historic building, note
the high quality of their
restoration work and the
ingenuity of their solutions, e.g.,
the newly electrified sliding glass
doors between the sanctuary and
the Founders’ Room.

Much of the restoration and
many improvements are less
visible but also very important:
updating sanctuary lighting,
lightning protection, improved
roof drainage, and roof

insulation, which has already been cost effective in reducing
heating bills. The roof insulation, resealing of the atrium roof, and
a new roof for the office/education addition were funded entirely
by FCC because none of these could be considered historic, thus not
eligible for State Historical Fund grants. The stained glass
assessment was also paid for by FCC because it was necessary
information to apply for a grant for window restoration. Generous
gifts have provided for new pew cushions, the restoration of the
rose window (Mary Warren bequest) and the sliding glass doors
(Lewis Howells bequest plus capital campaign funds).

To date PMT has applied to SHF for seven restoration work
grants and has been awarded six, all of them for sealing the
building’s exterior. PMT has been very successful in stretching the
capital campaign funds with the addition of outside funding sources,
which have required a cash match. The amount of the cash match
from capital campaign funds has varied from 50% to 70% according
to the project and the anticipated competition for money as the
SHF fund became better known. In spite of the fact that all of our
projects have been completed on time and under budget, costs
were higher than estimated in the Historic Structure Assessment
completed in May 2003. Some of the cost increase is due to
inflation, some to low estimates, and some to unknown conditions,
such as damaged window frames and doors, which required
extensive repair.

Currently PMT has three “open” grants, that is, grant awards for
work being done now or for projects due to begin in coming months.
FCC has committed a total of $514,500 as our cash match for these
open grants. As of today, the total funds, held in money market

investments and certificates of deposit, are $740,672. (

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We also have four pending grant applications: one to clean and
repoint exterior masonry and three to plan interior restoration.
Why three for the same project? These are small requests, one of
which does not require a cash match. PMT hopes to use one or
more of these awards as the cash match for the others. The very
last project will be the organ so its restoration will not be
hampered by dust and dirt dislodged during other work.

For those who have encountered
Stephen Ministry for the first time or
may have forgotten the information,
this article is for you. Stephen
Ministry is a system of caring
ministry that specially trains
congregation members to provide
one-to-one spiritual care for people
who are facing a life challenge or
crisis.

We began Stephen Ministry April
2007 when we sent our first Stephen
Leaders to be trained in St. Louis.
Stephen Leaders are members of our
congregation who have the passion
to see this ministry flourish, with
administrative skills and time to see
it succeed. They work closely with
the pastors and staff in scheduling
class time, recruiting and selecting
Stephen Minister candidates,
teaching classes, building awareness
of our ministry, managing care
receivers, matching appropriate
Stephen Ministers, and supervising
Stephen Ministers. Their jobs are
specific to their interests and skills.
Our goal is to send two new Stephen
Leaders to be trained each year so
that 4 Stephen Leaders are available
as a team, with our Pastors, to
oversee the ministry in our midst.

As a Stephen Ministry
congregation, we’re part of
something big. There are more than

9,000 Stephen Ministry congregations from more than 100 denominations
worldwide. Over a quarter-million lay people have been trained as
Stephen Ministers. Stephen Ministry was developed in 1975 by Dr. Kenneth
Haugk, a pastor and clinical psychologist, who saw that he alone as pastor
could not provide for all the caring ministry needs in his congregation. So
he began training lay persons, called Stephen Ministers, to help provide
high quality care. The ministry was so successful that other churches
became interested and Dr. Haugk founded the not-for-profit Stephen
Ministries organization. Today Dr. Haugk is still the executive director of
the Stephen Ministries organization, based in St. Louis. Their 50-person
staff provides support to thousands of congregations.

Since this system of care has been so thoroughly tested and carefully
thought through, it became the obvious choice for us at First
Congregational United Church of Christ. With our growing church there
are many caring needs in our congregation and a need to commission
others in the work at hand. April 20 we celebrated the first class of
Stephen Ministers and commissioned them. Commissioning Stephen
Ministers in our worship services is a way for our whole congregation to
recognize that we are sending out trained caregivers. We are recognizing
that Stephen Ministry belongs to all of us—everyone at First Congregational
UCC. It is our ministry and a way we as a congregation care for the needs
of people in our congregation and community.

Stephen Ministers are trained to provide care for people experiencing
divorce, the death of a loved one, hospitalization, loss of a job, a terminal
illness, a relocation, the birth of a child, an empty nest, the transition into
retirement, loneliness, a spiritual crisis - the list goes on. Many of these
needs might otherwise go unnoticed or slip through the cracks because we
lack the staff to meet them. Stephen Ministry can provide that care.

Stephen Ministers meet with their care receiver in private, one-to-one,
confidential settings for about an hour a week and touch base by phone. It
is a confidential ministry. The only people who know the identity of the
care receiver are the care receiver, the Stephen Minister, the Stephen
Leader coordinator.

Stephen Ministers and Stephen Leaders get together twice a month for
continuing education and supervision. Confidentiality is emphasized in
supervision. Names and details about care receivers are never discussed.
The focus of supervision is the relationship between the Stephen Minister
and care receiver.

If you are interested in serving in this way our next Stephen Ministry
class is planned for September 2008 through February 2009. Classes meet
once a week for two hours. Depending on student and teacher schedules
there are daylong workshops.

If you are longing to have someone visit as a Stephen Minister or you
know of someone who might benefit from a Stephen Minister, all you need
to do is call Rev. Jacque Franklin, 635-3549, coordinator for Stephen
Ministry. You can also report needs to any of the Stephen Leaders listed
above or our Lead Pastor Benjamin Broadbent. We will contact you and
confidentially discuss with you how Stephen Ministry works and how it
would fit or not fit with your current needs. Then the most appropriate
Stephen Minister is matched to the care receiver. You might get a Stephen
Minister right away or you may have to wait until one is available. In
bearing one another’s burdens (Gal. 6:2) we deepen relationship and
deepen community.
