INTERVIEWS WITH MARILYN JOHNSON & LENORE POULSON
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Interviewing Marilyn Johnson is
a bit like panning for gold. You know
those rich nuggets of experience and
history are there, but this is not a
lady to ramble on about herself.
But...the gold is there. Marilyn was
born and raised in Waseca,
Minnesota- mother, father, and
brother. Their church was the First
Congregational. She graduated from
the University of Minnesota and
spent a few years teaching physical
education in lowa. Along came the
love of her life, Dean Johnson, an
Army career officer. They married
and spent the next 20 years moving
around the United States including
one 2-year tour in Taiwan and for
Dean, tours in Korea and Vietnam.
They raised 3 children; Marilyn now
has 6 grandchildren. The years after
Dean’s retirement were good - they
discovered cruises as a great way to
see the world. Among their favorites
were trips through the Panama
Canal and one fall cruise along the
Atlantic coast seeing the colors of
New England and Nova Scotia. Dean
died in 1996.

When asked about how she
came to our First Congregational,
she replied, “Every where we
moved, that was the first church |
looked for.” She has been a member
of this church for 30 plus years,
arriving when Rev. Doug Wasson was
the pastor. From the beginning, she
became involved - joining the Choir,
the Gregg Library Committee and
Plymouth Circle. She remembers the
replacement of the library’s motley
collection of furniture with all oak
cabinets and upholstered chairs
(thanks to Wes Burnett). Her
steadfast support continues - today
she chairs Plymouth Circle, plays in
the hand bell choir, and works
beside the library committee in
once again, more change. We
celebrate you, Marilyn Johnson, for
your loyalty, dedication, and spirit.

The last thing Lenore told me which concluded my interview with her
for this note was that she absolutely, even adamantly, did not want an
article about her in The Communicator. This is so typical of Lenore. For
thirty years she quietly and most capably performed the job of church
Historian and she never desired to be specially recognized in any way for
her good work.

So Lenore, this is not an article in The Communicator. It is merely a
historical note that is important in that our members, present and in the
future, should be aware of, to fill an important gap in the history of our
church.

Lenore was born in 1933 in Scottsbluff, Nebraska. Her parents were
Conrad Lee and Edith S. Urbach. Lenore’s grandfather was an important
founder of the Immanuel Congregational Church in Scottsbluff. In 1947 the
Urbach family moved to Colorado Springs and joined and became active
members of our church. Lenore joined our church the following year. She
attended North Junior High School and the Colorado Springs High School,
graduating from the latter in 1951.

Lenore registered at The Colorado College in 1951. She attended
there, but received her Bachelor of Arts Degree from the University of
Northern Colorado because she desired to receive the special training that
it offered in nursery and kindergarten education. At The Colorado College
she began to date a star athlete, who was also an old family friend, Bill
Poulson. In 1957, our minister at that time, The Reverend Maurice
McDowell, married them in the Shove Chapel on the Colorado College
campus.

In 1976, Mary Elizabeth Burgess was the Historian of our church. Mary
was the granddaughter of two founders of our church in 1874, Frederick
Leroy Martin and Maria W. Potter Martin. Mrs. Burgess was overburdened
with her work as Historian and a Historical Committee was formed,
consisting of pillar members of the church, to assist her with her work.
Lenore became founding member of that committee in 1976.

When Mrs. Burgess died in 1979, The Reverend Jerry Jordan prevailed
upon Lenore to become our Historian and Lenore accepted the position.
Lenore served in that capacity until this year when Wil Green assumed the
job.

Lenore has served all of her years as Historian far beyond and above
the standards expected of a normal church position. Although she shuns
any honor for her work, | know that | speak for the entire congregation and
staff in saying a resounding “thank you” to you, Lenore! Your work as
Historian will always be remembered.




BALLOT QUESTIONS & SAYING THANK YOU
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The election on Nov. 4™ is important
not only for the critical candidate
choices facing us, but also for many
important citizen-initiated
amendments and referred measures
from the state legislature that will
appear on the ballot. There are 18
statewide questions, many of which
are amendments to the State
constitution that cannot be easily
undone. In addition, there is one
county sales tax question, two city
issues, and a variety of school board
and other local measures.

FCC’s Justice and Peace Committee
has done an analysis of these
questions which was presented in
two adult forums last month.

Our benefactor Lewis C. Howells was unknown to us until December, 2006,
when his attorney called the church office to announce that Mr. Howells
had named First Congregational Church as a beneficiary of his Trust
Agreement. We gratefully received the initial distribution from the Trust in
the amount of $85,000, investing $50,000 in the pocket doors restoration,
and the remainder into the church’s endowment funds. Recently, the
church received the final distribution from the Trust in the amount of
$7,452, placing the entire amount in the church’s endowment funds. The
principal contained in the church’s endowment funds is invested, and the
annual income used to fund capital projects.

While we celebrate the life and generosity of Lewis C. Howells, we also
mourn the missed opportunity to have known him. Though we will never
know for sure what made First Congregational Church important to Mr.
Howells, we believe he attended Sunday School as a child. How
unfortunate it is that we have lost forever the chance to listen to Mr.
Howells express his hopes for the future of this faith community. In a very
real way, it feels immeasurably sad that we did not know this man.

The Planned Giving Committee and the Church Council have taken
measures so that we may do a better job of recognizing and expressing
appreciation to members and friends who have included the church in
their estate plans. Several years ago, the committee recommended the
formation of a legacy group called the “The Seven Pillars Fellowship.” The
seven rhyolite stone columns that support the portico are an enduring
symbol of the wisdom and commitment of the original members who built
this church. Today’s “Seven Pillars Fellowship” recognizes current
members who plan to extend this church’s legacy through future gifts from
their estates. On October 10, 2008, the members of the fellowship will
gather for the first time at the home of Jane & Bruce Warren to meet
other charter members, share a meal, and discuss FCC’s future mission and
ministry with Lead Minister Benjamin Broadbent, Associate Minister Jacque
Franklin and members of the Church Council. Invitations to this evening
were mailed on September 15 to those members who have informed the
church of their planned gifts. If you have included FCC in your estate plan,
but did not receive an invitation, please contact Ruth Roland in the church
office.

Also upon the recommendation of the committee, the Church Council has
established a new Endowment Fund named “The Seven Pillars Fellowship
Fund.” The Fund will be administered by the Pikes Peak Community
Foundation, a local organization that exists to advance community
philanthropy in Colorado Springs. The final distribution from Mr. Howells
became the first donation to this new fund.

Thank you, Mr. Howells. Though we never met, we feel your presence in
the energy and enthusiasm of the children who are learning today within
these stone walls. What a gift, and what a legacy!

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Today we celebrate Communion at both services and
Lead Minister, Benjamin Broadbent, returns from
paternity leave to preach a sermon on Exodus 20 entitled
“Wisdom for the Way.” Along with churches worldwide,
we will celebrate World Communion Sunday while
acknowledging the crisis of hunger that demands our
response as people of Jesus’ compassion.
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Today kicks off the Stewardship Pledge Drive to support
the 2009 Mission and Ministry of our church. Rev.
Broadbent preaches a sermon reflecting on the theme of
the drive: “On Earth as in Heaven.” Pledges are offered
by Church Council, Stewardship Committee, and Church
Staff Team Members.
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Today we celebrate the historic and contemporary
connections between our church and Colorado College,
both founded in 1874 by the same group of faithful
Congregationalists. Earlier this year, we transferred the
historic archives of our church to the Special Collections
department at Tutt Library. The collection will be the
second largest. We welcome a guest preacher and
several distinguished guests from the college.
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Today is our annual Historical Sunday. We acknowledge
long-time members of the church, sing our Centennial
Hymn, and honor the service of Lenore Poulson, our
Church Historian of many years. Rev. Broadbent preaches
a sermon reflecting on the ministry of James Gregg, who
served as Minister of First Congregational Church from
1882 until 1909 and was pastor when our current
sanctuary and Founders’ Room were built.
