GO WHERE YOUR GIFTS ARE; THERE YOU WILL FIND GOD

Stephen Ministry Leaders invite you to a workshop for discerning your spiritual 
gifts. The workshop, “Spirit Given Gifts,” will be led by Lyn Boudreau and Luke 
Cammack on two Sundays after church, October 4 and 11. 
 
What is the meaning of life? Find your gifts; use them for the purposes to which 
God has given them to you; and questions of meaning, purpose and identity will 
resolve themselves as you discern, use, and deepen your gifts.  
 
Application - Once you have identified your gifts, the next steps are to identify 
where and how you can best use your gifts. You will have an opportunity to do 
this at the workshops. You could begin by reflecting on some of these points: 
 
• Age & Stage of Life – At what age and stage of life am I at? Should I seek an 

opportunity to learn, deepen, and grow? Am I ready to be given major 
responsibility without close supervision? Could I offer wisdom and nurture to 
others? What are my personal needs? What are my family responsibilities? 
How much time and energy do I have available? 

• Personality – Am I outgoing? Do I prefer to work with one or two others? Am I 
comfortable with strangers or prefer people I know? With what age groups do 
I connect? Am I comfortable with people from different backgrounds than my 
own? What level of stress, noise, and energy can I cope with? Can I keep 
commitments without supervision? 

• Faith Maturity – What is the level of my personal relationship with God, and 
of my daily discipleship?  

 
Apart from many useful and practical reasons for discerning your gifts, the most 
profound reason is simply that your gifts are the place where God is closest to 
you in your life. Go where your gifts are and you will be closer to the source of 
those gifts – God. Can’t find God in your life? Chances are you haven’t found your 
true gifts either. Since gifts are always given for a purpose, finding your gifts will 
also put you closer to God’s purpose for your life.

procedures so that in the unlikely 
event of an emergency, we will be 
able to safely evacuate the building: 
• Updated Evacuation Plans in 

each room to include locations 
of First Aid Boxes, Fire Alarm 
Pull Stations, Telephones, and 
Fire Extinguishers.

“FEED YOUR MIND” FILM FORUM AT FCC 
 
The Justice and Peace Committee’s “Feed Your Mind” film forum 
continues with three more films on diverse issues of social justice. All films 
are shown on Friday nights, and begin with a 6:30 p.m. Potluck Dinner in 
the Founders’ Room, and a 7:00 p.m. film showing followed by a 
moderated discussion. Attendees are asked to bring a dish to share. 
 
The schedule for remaining films in the series is as follows: 
 
Sept. 25th – “Jerusalem: The East Side Story” 
The movie zeroes in on the on-going struggle for Jerusalem. In 1948, the 
western part of the city came under Israeli control, and in 1967, the 
eastern part fell under occupation. This 2008 documentary  by Mohammed 
Alatar takes you on a journey exposing Israel’s policy to gain supremacy 
and hegemony over the city and its inhabitants, which includes driving 
Palestinian Muslims and Christians out of the city; denying their presence, 
history, and ties to the land. It also touches on the future of the city: 
Jerusalem is the key to peace; without Jerusalem, there is no peace for 
anyone. 
 
Oct. 23rd – “Flow: For the Love of Water” 
Award-winning director Irena Salina investigates what experts label the 
most important political and environmental issue of the 21st Century.  
Salina builds a case against the growing privatization of the world's 
dwindling fresh water supply with an unflinching focus on politics, 
pollution, human rights, and the emergence of a domineering world water 
cartel. Interviews with scientists and activists intelligently reveal the 
rapidly building crisis, at both the global and human scale, and the film 
introduces many of the governmental and corporate culprits behind the 
water grab, while begging the question, "CAN ANYONE REALLY OWN 
WATER?" 
 
Nov. 13th – “SiCKO” 
With health care in the national spotlight, it seemed appropriate to show 
activist–filmmaker Michael Moore’s 2007 documentary about the state of 
health care in America and around the world. The words "health care" and 
"comedy" aren't usually found in the same sentence, but in the movie 
'SiCKO,' they go together hand in (rubber) glove. 
 
'SiCKO' is a straight-from-the-heart portrait of the crazy and sometimes 
cruel U.S. health care system, told from the vantage of everyday people 
faced with extraordinary and bizarre challenges in their quest for basic 
health coverage. Moore then looks at universal free health care systems in 
Canada, France, Britain, and Cuba, debunking all the fears (lower quality 
of care, poorer compensation for doctors, big-government bureaucracy) 
that have been used to dissuade Americans from establishing such a system 
here. In the tradition of Mark Twain or Will Rogers, 'SiCKO' uses humor to 
tell these compelling stories, while soundly condemning American health 
insurance companies and pharmaceutical companies, as well as the 
politicians who have been paid millions to do their bidding.

members and their families. It is the 
intention of the Committee to work 
with Bereavement, Funeral Services, 
Stephen Ministry, & Safety Council.

Lippincott, RN, BSN. Nancy has 
been a member of the congregation 
since April, 2007. She is also a 
Stephen Minister and a volunteer 
nurse with Mission Medical Clinic. 
Nancy brings to us over 45 years of 
professional nursing practice in 
community health, school health, 
occupational health, clinic health, 
and hospice nursing.

MEMBERSHIP: BAPTISM 

Article #3 in a series

The Book of Worship of the United Church of Christ reads that a person is 
incorporated into the universal church, the body of Christ, through the 
sacrament of baptism. The water, words, and actions of the sacrament are 
visible signs that convey the Christian’s burial and resurrection with Jesus 
Christ (Romans 6:3-4). Belonging to the Body of Christ through baptism 
comes before joining a local congregation through a membership ritual.  
Baptism is considered a gift of God and our human response to that gift. It 
symbolizes the union with Christ, with each other, and with the church of 
every time and place.  
 
In the United Church of Christ people are baptized either as children or 
adults. When an infant or young child is baptized, one or both parents 
promise to assume certain responsibilities for Christian nurture of the 
child. Those who are baptized at an early age are given an opportunity in 
their youth to make a personal profession of faith through Confirmation. 
Our Confirmation classes have traditionally been for 9th and 10th graders 
and held every other year. They are given a mentor for Confirmation to 
meet together on a regular basis. Adult candidates for baptism may have a 
sponsor also.  
 
Baptism is a central celebration in the life of the local church as it 
represents the universal church in this particular place. For this reason 
baptism should take place in the presence of the community of faith 
gathered for public worship. Baptism should occur only once in a person’s 
life. In the United Church of Christ, baptisms from other traditions are 
recognized and honored. Water is an essential element of baptism. 
Candidates for baptism may elect sprinkling, immersion, or pouring. When 
candidates are baptized in our sanctuary they are mostly sprinkled but 
some would describe it as a cross between pouring and sprinkling since the 
candidates do get quite wet. If immersion is chosen we “borrow” the 
baptismal pools of a local church. It is possible to be baptized outside in a 
natural pool of water. 
 
By baptism, a person becomes a member of Christ’s church universal and is 
welcome at Christ’s table.

TAIZÉ ON OCTOBER 22: 
MUSIC OF THE SOUL 

 

The October 22 Taizé service will highlight 
the importance of music in worship.   
 
Beginning at 7 p.m. in the sanctuary, the 
service will emphasize the importance of 
music in our worship in general and in Taizé 
style worship in particular. In addition to 
piano and winds and strings, the chants in 
the service will be accompanied by the Bells 
of St. Vrain. The readings in the service will 
focus on the importance of music to 
"express the inexpressible."   
  
The introduction to the collection of Taizé 
songs Taizé: Songs for Prayer aptly 
summarizes the purpose of music in Taizé 
worship.  
 
"Short songs, repeated again and again give 
[Taizé worship] a meditative character. 
Using just a few words, they express a basic 
reality of faith, quickly grasped by the 
mind. As the words are sung over many 
times, this reality gradually penetrates the 
whole being."   
 
This simplicity allows the worshipper to 
"deepen down" into prayer and mediation 
while singing. A goal of singing, then, is for 

all to "sing as one voice, with one heart." 
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October Worship – Sunday Services at 9:00 a.m. & 11:00 a.m. 
October 4 – World Communion Sunday 

Communion is celebrated at both services and a world 
music ensemble reminds us of the global community of 
which we are a part. Joyful Noise Children’s Choir sings 
at 9:00 service and the Chancel Choir at 11:00. The 
Neighbors in Need Special Offering is received and 
Leadership Gifts are presented by members of the Staff 
Team, Church Council, and Stewardship Committee. Rev. 
Broadbent preaches a sermon entitled: The Cosmic 
Christ. 

October 11 – 2010 Pledge Drive Blast-off Sunday 
Today we launch the effort to enable our mission and 
ministry in 2010. Rev. Broadbent preaches a sermon 
based on this year’s Stewardship theme: “2010: A Grace 
Odyssey.” Members pick up personalized pledge packets 
after services. A Baptism is celebrated at the 11:00 
service. 

October 18 – Colorado College Sunday 
Our Pledge Drive continues with the presentation of a 
painting by Ellen Brown called “I want to hold the hand 
that holds the world.”
